*Free time commences:

Import/Coastal - The day after vessel departure from port

Export - 15 days prior to advertised vessel ETA

All charges will be invoiced to the named consignee on the bill of lading on a fortnightly billing cycle.

Any containers not returned within 120 days will be assumed to be lost, and the full cost of
replacement of the container will be charged in addition to the container detention charges
accumulated up to that time to the named consignee on the Bill of Lading.

We would appreciate your cooperation to return containers within the free time period.
